	Activity 1: 
	Most teachers and students have enjoyed this activity and find it a big opportunity for getting to know artists from other countries.

Strong points: Children have got a better understanding of art  in general. They want to visit exhibitions, museums, want to buy books of art, to reproduce peace of art, etc.

Weak points: some children have complained about some artworks as being too much difficult to reproduce.



	Activity 2
	Children and teachers in general have enjyed this activity very much. Each team /year2, 3, 4 and 5 has chosen 2 piece of art and proposed them to two different groups of kids: one group has observed the artwork and written a detailed description about it (a class description) while the other group has read the description and tried to reproduce it by drawing. 

Strong points: to strengthen children’ creativity and their reading skills. The fact they could not look at the original created a sort of mystery around this activity and children just loved it

Weak points: children in year 2 (7 years old) have found too much difficult to reproduce something just by reading a description. According to the class teacher, children felt very frustrated about it as they felt that whet they were doing was hard for them and not good quality. The right use of space and space coordination was the most difficult  aspect fom them. After that the teacher showed them the original and asked them to reproduce it and the results were just great. The teacher in year 2 thinks that this kind of activity is too difficult for children who are so young.
