A report about e-twinning activities  - autumn 2005, SLOVENIA
The start

We started our activities soon after the first days of this school year. First we negotiated the twinning of the classes with our partners. After that we decided on the first contact letters and our plan for activities. Each class has decided on the topic of their cooperation and on the number of letters exchanged. Teachers sent their plans to their partners and some of them have already got some replies and even letters with materials.

Procedures

After getting teachers e-mails our teachers have sent their introductory letters to them via e-mail. Then they started to prepare materials for the partner class. Mostly students introduced themselves and took a photo of the class. They sent the letter via snail mail. Class 7 twinned with Spanish class 6 has started twinning via e-classroom – Manhattan. 

Problems
Not all partners reacted to our e-mails so we had to contact project coordinators to find out what is going on. It takes too much time to start the activities as teachers don’t check their e-mails regularly.

But we hope it will be better in future. 

Future activities

Our classes plan to exchange some letters on different topics from holidays to the school and family presentations and maybe occasional videoconference and chat if possible with older pupils (Spain-Slo). 
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
