Lesson plan
School subject: Art
Teacher: Metka Miljavec
Class: 5
Duration: 4 lessons
Sphere of art activity: graphics
Art problem: the effect of white areas on dark basis 

Art motive: white birch
Objectives:

· They explain the characteristics of art graphics (first design, matrix / flong, print, graphics sheet, marking, indicating)

· They make the matrix from carton; they get used to be persistent in making the matrix.

· They  invigorate the feeling for the usage of light areas on dark basis 
· They try to accustom to creative arranging light forms on the dark basis /background.
· They become sensible for the beauty of nature and art interpretation of it. 
· They learn how to be responsible for keeping the graphics paper clean
· They learn how to indicate the graphics paper.
Cross curricula usage: science
Methods: frontal, individual; discussion, explanation, demonstration, observation
Learning resources
Reproductions of artworks, childern’s artworks, examples of already made matrix, real trees
Material and tools
Pencils, carton, scissors, glue, print roller, graphics colour, black drawing paper, graphics screw press
Lesson structure
First students observe white birch in the school neighbourhood. They try to figure out their shape and colour and the structure of the bark.
In the classroom they discuss the effect of light colours in nature. They observe the art reproductions and children’s artworks and try to establish the effect of white areas on dark basis.

We announce the art task: card print with white print on dark basis, white birches put in the suitable position are the main motive.
The procedure for matrix making and printing: First students draw trees on the carton and then they cut them out. Then they put them in a special composition on the other carton. They glue them. 
They prepare black drawing paper. They roll white colour on the ready made matrixs and the print them with the help of graphics screw press.
They leave the artworks to dry and when they are dry they mark their work with graphics technique, the number of the print, the title of the artwork and the author.  

Evaluation
The students evaluate all the artworks according to the planned aims:

· The effect of the light forms on the dark basis
· The setting up of the composition 
· The print purity

· Marking of the graphics
